Councillors and residents catch up at 
the Business Breakfast in Mitchell 
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A message from the Mayor…  
 
Inter-governmental collaboration  has moved in an 
exciting new direction over the past month. I am 
pleased to say I am one of eight people appointed to 
the new ‘Regional Development Australia’ board 
(RDA) for the Darling Downs – South West Qld re-
gion. 
 
The work was previously carried out by the Southern 
Inland Queensland Area Consultative Committee 
which was led well by former Roma Mayor Barry 
Braithwaite. Like all the ACC’s in Australia, Barry’s 
board was terminated in November and its staff dis-
missed in pretty ordinary fashion after political criti-
cism of some of the ACC programs. 
 
I think there is a clear aim for this RDA to initially be 
the primary advisory body for the whole area encom-
passing, among other issues, our infrastructure 
needs and the Surat Basin resource precinct. We will 
be advising all levels of government on the needs of 
our people, across every sector and council area 
and I have to say I agree with the principle that this 
body for now should be advisory in nature. 
 
It does not need to become a conduit or agent for 
the distribution of government money. There are al-
ready far too many groups, bodies and government 
departments that have positioned themselves for 
that purpose. While that may be appropriate in some 
cases, the more agents and intermediaries between 
the source of the funds and the target of the spend, 
then the more inefficient and wasteful the system 
becomes. Certainly our councils are already well 
placed to spend much of the infrastructure invest-
ment that is overdue for this area. Likewise there are 
other groups already in place that are more than ca-
pable of performing many of the other social, envi-
ronmental and health functions as they become 
available. 
 
The intention to partner with both the Queensland 
and Australian Governments is also a progressive 
move to reduce the level of duplication and buck 
passing we have seen in the past. The chair of our 
board is Cr Bill Cahill from Toowoomba and his dep-
uty is Cr Jo Sheppard from the Paroo. Cr Sheppard 
and I are the only members of the board living west 
of the Toowoomba Regional Council. That will make 
our job a little harder and I am considering divesting 
a couple of other civic roles in order to make a suc-
cess of this RDA concept.

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The CEO’s  Perspective…  
 
Over the last year or so, my contribution to 
this newsletter has made mention of the 
many planning processes that Council 
would have to undertake in order to set 
long term direction. Over the last month, 
two of these very important planning proc-
esses have reached significant milestones.  
 
The process to create a new planning 
scheme for the Maranoa Regional Council 
is lengthy and involves many procedural 
steps. The first significant step, being the 
release of the Statement of Proposals, was 
completed to enable public consultation to 
be conducted in late October. To assist 
with the collection of public comment, a 
series of meetings were held in each of the 
main towns in the region in late October. 
These meetings were only attended by a 
very small number of residents, so feed-
back has been limited. There will however 
be many more opportunities for input as 
the planning scheme progresses. Given 
the importance of the planning scheme it is 
hoped that the community will be more ac-
tively involved at those times. 
 
On 2 November 2009 Council put on dis-
play the draft Maranoa Regional Sport and 
Recreation Strategy and Trails Strategy. 
These strategies have the potential to im-
pact substantially on the lifestyle opportuni-
ties enjoyed by many in our region and 
have been developed through an extensive 
process of consultation. The Sport and 
Recreation Strategy in particular proposes 
a significant change to the way that Coun-
cil supports the many sporting and recrea-
tion clubs throughout the region, with a 
focus on strategic planning and better utili-
sation of facilities. There is no doubt that a 
number of the recommendations will be 
met with concern by some organisations, 
so it is important that Council receives well 
considered feedback. If you are a member 
of an organisation that may be affected by 
the recommendations then I would encour-
age you to discuss the Sport and Recrea-
tion Strategy with the executive of that or-
ganisation.

A total number of 34,580 cattle have been sold 
at the saleyards for the month of September. 
With the drop in market values and the overall 
downturn in breeder numbers, numbers at all 
saleyards in Queensland have been reduced 
over the past few months.  
Work is progressing well on the shade struc-
ture over the scale area and public platform. 
The old wooden race area has been renewed 
with steel to comply with workplace health and 
safety standards. The working area of both 
crushes has been covered to enable livestock 
handling to proceed in all weather conditions 
and the auxiliary power plant has also been 
covered to protect from the weather.  
A new toilet and shower facility will be estab-
lished on the eastern side of the canteen, this 
will ease congestion at the old facility. Plans 
are currently being drawn up to establish a five 
way pound draft at the renewed scale com-
plex. General consensus among stakeholders 
is that this plan would be more effective than 
the proposed Thompson Longhorn draft.  
Electronic checking off has been trialed at 
Tuesday 13 October sale and was proven 
successful. The Livestock Agents have held 13 
successful bull sales over the last two months. 
We still have another two sales before the end 
of the year.  
The sale on Tuesday 13 October included 500 
head of donated steers and heifers that were 
auctioned as part of the Stock up for Hope 
Charity Drive. These lines attracted some 
spirited bidding with prices generally 5-8c/kg 
above the market rates. The Stock Up for 
Hope Committee were very impressed with the 
Roma Saleyards and thanked the Maranoa 
Regional Council for their support of the event.  
 
The next Saleyards Advisory Board Meeting 
will be held on 19th November 2009 at 1pm.

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Public Invited to Comment on Sport and Recreation P lan 
Maranoa Regional Council is encouraging residents to comment 
on the Regional Sport and Recreation and Trails Strategies, 
following the release of the draft documents on Wednesday. 
Over the past six months, Maranoa Regional Council has been 
working with consultants ROSS Planning in developing the Ma-
ranoa Regional Sport and Recreation Strategy.  The Strategy 
focuses on maintenance and expansion of existing sporting facili-
ties, parks, play spaces and pedestrian/cycle paths throughout 
the Maranoa region. 
As part of the preparation of the Sport and Recreation Plan, Mike 
Halliburton Associates and Transplan Pty Ltd have drafted a 
Recreation Trails Plan.  The Trails Plan focuses on the future 
development and maintenance of a network of recreation trails 
throughout the Maranoa Regional Council area.  These trails will 
allow the community to access open spaces and increase the 
variety of recreational experiences on offer across the region. 
Formulation of the Strategies involved comprehensive consulta-
tion with the community and Maranoa Regional Council.  Mayor 
Robert Loughnan commended the formulation of the Strategies.  
“I believe this is a very beneficial study and a positive step for-
ward for the community.  The Sport and Recreation and Trails 
Strategies will benefit all communities within the Maranoa region 
by enabling Council to improve recreation facilities.” Mr Lough-
nan said. 
The Maranoa Regional Council Regional Sport and Recreation 
and Trails Strategies will be available for public comment from 2
-13 November, allowing residents and members of sporting 
groups and organisations to offer submissions. 

The documents are available on Council’s website and at all 
Maranoa Regional Council administration centres throughout the 
region. 
Following the results of the public comments, any required 
changes will be made to the draft document.  The final Regional 
Sport and Recreation and Trails Strategies will be presented to 
Council at their General Meeting on 25 November for formal 
adoption.
